• Union Finance Minister, Nirmala Sitharaman virtually 
inaugurated India’s 1st 3D printed house at the Indian 
Institute of Technology Madras, Chennai, Tamil Nadu.  

• The single-storey home has been built in just five days 
over  an  area  of  about  600  sq.  ft  using  'Concrete 3D 
Printing'. 

Mamata wins West Bengal but loses in Nandigram 

• Trinamool Congress chairperson Mamata Banerjee 
led her party to one of its biggest political victories in 
the past three decades by single handedly stopping 
the  BJP  juggernaut  in  Bengal,  with  over  48% of all 
votes polled.  

• In Nandigram, BJP’s Suvendu Adhikari defeated 
Mamata Banerjee by a margin of 1,956 votes.
