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INTERNATIONAL
1) Pacific Air Chiefs Symposium 2021 
Air Chief Marshal RKS Bhadauria attended a three-day-long Pacific Air Chiefs Symposium 
2021 at Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam in Hawaii. The event themed ”Enduring Cooperation 
towards Regional Stability” was attended by air chiefs from countries in the Indo-Pacific region. 
Bhadauria was nominated as the Dean for the symposium.

2) ‘IUCN World Conservation Congress 2020’
The world’s largest and most inclusive environmental decision-making forum ‘IUCN World

Hyderabad. The sample building is made up of bio-bricks supported by a metal framework. The 
roof is also made of bio-bricks over PVC sheets to reduce heat. It is part of the Bold Unique Idea 
Lead Development project to demonstrate the strength and versatility of the material.

STATE NEWS
1) India’s tallest air purifier
India’s tallest air purifier will be inaugurated in Chandigarh on the International Day of Clean 
Air for Blue Skies. In August 2021 country's first 'smog tower’ was inaugurated in Connaught 
Place, New Delhi. It is a 24 meter long outdoor air purification tower and is capable of purifying 
the air of a radius of around 1 km.

1) Manda buffalo 
The Manda buffalo has been recognised as the 19th unique breed of buffaloes found in India by 
the National Bureau of Animal Genetic Resources. They are found in the Eastern Ghats and 
plateau of Koraput region of Odisha. With this recognition, state and the Centre will make 
efforts to conserve this unique buffalo genetic resource of Odisha
