India. 

3)  ‘SymphoNE’ virtual conference
- Union Minister for Tourism & Culture, G. Kishan Reddy has launched the two-
day virtual conference ‘SymphoNE’.
- The Virtual Conference ‘SymphoNE’ is being organized on 24th & 27th of 
September 2022 by the Ministry of Development of the North Eastern Region on 
the occasion of World Tourism Day.

2) SAANS - portable device
- The Assam government has decided to use SAANS, an air pressure machine 
developed by a Bangalore-based start-up, in the state-run hospitals across the state. 
- ‘SAANS’ is a portable neonatal Continuous Positive Air Pressure (CPAP) system 
that can provide lifesaving breathing support to infants in hospital settings as well 
as during travel.

- Air India announced that it has signed a definitive sale and lease back agreement 
with Nasdaq-listed Willis Lease Finance Corporation for 34 CFM56-5B engines 
installed on its Airbus A320 family fleet.
- Under the agreement, Willis Lease will purchase 34 engines from Air India, 
powering 13 Airbus A321 aircraft and four Airbus A320 aircraft.
