NATIONAL
1) Pradhan Mantri Vishwakarma Kaushal Samman Yojana
• Pradhan Mantri Vishwakarma Kaushal Samman Yojana (PM Vishwakarma 

Scheme) is a new Central Sector Scheme.
• The scheme aims to strengthen and nurture the Guru-Shishya parampara or family-

based practice of traditional skills by artisans and craftspeople working with their 
hands and tools.

• The PM Vishwakarma scheme goes beyond training by offering substantial financial 
assistance ranging from Rs 10,000 to Rs 10 lakh. 

2) 41st UNESCO World Heritage Site
• Santiniketan, the cultural and educational hub founded by Nobel laureate 

Rabindranath Tagore, has earned a coveted spot on UNESCO’s World Heritage 
List.

• The decision to include Santiniketan in the prestigious list was made during the 45th 
session of the World Heritage Committee, held in Saudi Arabia.

3) Yashobhoomi
• Prime Minister Narendra Modi unveiled Phase 1 of the India International 

Convention and Expo Centre (IICC), named ‘Yashobhoomi.’ 
• The convention centre spans more than 73,000 square metres and encompasses 15 

convention rooms, including the main auditorium, the grand ballroom, and 13 
meeting rooms.

(UNCITRAL) South Asia conference.
