1) The Global Biodiversity Framework Fund
• The Global Biodiversity Framework Fund has been ratified and launched during the 

7th Assembly of the Global Environment Facility (GEF) in Vancouver, Canada.
• The Global Biodiversity Framework Fund  aims to support the Kunming-Montreal 

Global Biodiversity Framework’s goals by 2030.
• The Kunming-Montreal Global Biodiversity Framework was adopted at COP15 

(2022), it includes 4 goals and 23 targets for achievement by 2030. It aims to restore 
ecosystems, conserve areas, prevent species extinction, reduce pollution risks, tackle 
climate change, and more.

1) 69th National Film Awards
• The 69th National Film Awards were announced at the National Media Center in 

New Delhi. 
• The Allu Arjun was awarded for the Best Actor for the film Pushpa while the Best
