INTERNATIONAL 
1) Germany, the fourth largest economy in the world

NATIONAL  
1) 22nd Law Commission’s recent report on Section 124A of the Indian Penal Code

recommended retaining the sedition law while proposing amendments and procedural safeguards to 
prevent its misuse.

2) Indian Railways has invested more than Rs 1 lakh crore

3) Cyclone Biparjoy  
- Cyclone Biparjoy is a low-pressure area that is currently forming over the Southeast Arabian Sea. It is 
expected to intensify into a depression in the next 48 hours and may reach cyclonic storm intensity in the 
subsequent 72 hours.  

 



 

 

- The track of the cyclone is not yet clear, but it is likely to move towards the West Coast of India. Cyclone 
Biparjoy is the first cyclone to form in the Arabian Sea this season.  
- The monsoon season in India typically begins in June and lasts until September.

1) World Environment Day
