Department of Public Information to disseminate information about the UN to the 
Hindi-speaking population across the world. 

2) Forbes Highest-Paid Athletes 2022
- Lionel Messi has topped the list of Forbes Highest-Paid Athletes 2022 with an 
income of $130 million, followed by Basketball player, Lebron James with $121.2 
million while Cristiano Ronaldo was third with $115 million. 
- Forbes calculates the estimates based on prize money, salaries and bonuses, and 
sponsorship deals.

NATIONAL
1) Indian Army will open coaching centre in Manipur
- The Indian Army has started providing residential tutoring to children from 
economically disadvantaged and deprived areas of the northeast to prepare them for 
all-India competitive tests such as engineering and medical admission.
