1) World’s largest plant capturing carbon from air

The world’s largest plant designed to capture carbon dioxide out of the air began its operations in
Iceland. The plant is named Orca, which means ‘Energy’ in Icelandic word. It will suck out up to
4,000 tons of CO2 per year. The carbon dioxide captured directly from the air will be deposited
underground at a depth of 1,000 metres, where it would be turned into rock.

2) 13th BRICS Summit

Prime Minister of India, Narendra Modi has chaired the 13th BRICS Summit, through video
conferencing. The theme of the India-led Summit was “BRICS@15: Intra-BRICS Cooperation
for Continuity, Consolidation and Consensus.” The theme chosen by India reflects the fifteenth
anniversary of BRICS, being observed in 2021.
