INTERNATIONAL NEWS 
1) Shanghai Cooperation Organisation 
- Iran has officially become a full member of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) during an India-
hosted virtual summit of the influential grouping. 
- Prime Minister Narendra Modi congratulated Iranian President Ebrahim Raisi and the people of Iran on 
this significant occasion. 
 
NATIONAL NEWS 
1) 200 patents for 6G technology 
- India has taken a significant stride forward in the field of telecommunications, with the acquisition of over 
200 patents for 6G technology. 
- The announcement was made by the Communications and IT Minister, Ashwini Vaishnaw, during the 
launch of the Bharat 6G Alliance in New Delhi. 
- The alliance, consisting of industry, academia, and the central government, aims to spearhead all 6G-
related initiatives in a systematic and methodical manner. 
 
2) Sai Hira Global Convention Centre in Puttaparthi

SCHEMES NEWS 
1) Swarnima Scheme is a term loan scheme 
- The Swarnima Scheme is a term loan scheme introduced by the Ministry of Social Justice and 
Empowerment to provide financial assistance to women entrepreneurs from backward classes. 
- The scheme aims to empower women by offering social and financial security through term loans. 
- Implemented by the National Backward Classes Finance and Development Corporation (NBCFDC) and 
carried out by State Channelising Agencies (SCAs), the scheme facilitates access to loans of up to 
₹2,00,000/- at an interest rate of 5% per annum. 
 
BANKING NEWS 
1) State Bank of India celebrated its 68th Bank Day  
- State Bank of India celebrated its 68th Bank Day on 01st July 2023. 
- The Bank was incorporated by an Act of Parliament on 01.07.1955. 
- The day was celebrated throughout the country by organizing various programmes at different centers. 
 
ECONOMY NEWS 
1) World Bank and World Trade Organization 
- According to a recent report by the World Bank and World Trade Organization (WTO), India has 
witnessed a significant increase in its share of global commercial services exports. 
- The country’s share has doubled from 2% in 2005 to 4.4% in 2022. 
- This growth is attributed to various factors, including the rise of the services sector and the 
implementation of reforms to facilitate foreign direct investment (FDI) in services.

1) Board of Control of Cricket 
- The Board of Control of Cricket (BCCI) has appointed Ajit Agarkar as the chairman of the Senior Men’s

1) Bengaluru’s Sree Kanteerava Stadium 
- The Indian men’s football team emerged victorious in a thrilling penalty shootout against Kuwait 5-4 in a 
thrilling penalty shootout, securing the SAFF Championship 2023 title at Bengaluru’s Sree Kanteerava 
Stadium. 
- Ranked 100th in the latest FIFA rankings, India triumphed in their ninth SAFF Championship out of 14 
editions. This victory marked their second consecutive triumph after winning the Intercontinental Cup the 
previous month.
