1) India-Australia holds inaugural 2+2 ministerial dialogue

ministerial dialogue in New Delhi. The high-level dialogue will further ramp up the overall 
defence and strategic cooperation between the two countries.

2) Acting Prime Minister of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan 
Mullah Mohammad Hassan Akhund, a leading member of the Taliban has been appointed as the 
acting Prime Minister of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan. He will head the 33-member team 
for an interim government of Afghanistan.

1) INS Dhruv 
India’s first nuclear-missile tracking ship, named INS Dhruv, has been commissioned from 
Visakhapatnam in Andhra Pradesh.

1) Amazon Pay ties up with Kuvera 
Amazon Pay, a wholly owned subsidiary of Amazon in partnership with Kuvera, Investment 
platform will provide wealth management services to its 50 million customers across India. It is 
the first ever wealth management tie-up for amazon across the world.
