World Red Cross Day - 8 May

World Red Cross Day is also known as Red Crescent
Day. It is observed annually on 8 May. This date marks
the birth anniversary of Henry Dunant, who is the
founder of the International Committee of the Red
Cross (ICRC). He is also a recipient of the Nobel Peace
Prize.

The first Red Cross Day was celebrated on 8 May
1948. 2021 Theme: “Together we are #unstoppable!”

World Thalassaemia Day - 8 May

World Thalassaemia Day is observed on 8 May every
year to raise awareness about the disease
(Thalassaemia), its symptoms and prevention.

Thalassemia is an inherited blood disorder, which is
characterised by less hemoglobin and lesser than
normal blood cells. 2021 Theme: “Addressing Health
Inequalities Across the Global Thalassemia

Veteran music composer Vanraj Bhatia passed away at 94

Veteran music composer Vanraj Bhatia passed away
in Mumbai after a brief illness. He won the National
Film Award for Best Music Direction for the television
film Tamas (1988), the Sangeet Natak Akademi
Award for Creative and Experimental Music (1989).

He also won the Padma Shri (India’s fourth-highest
civilian honour) in 2012.

Former Union Minister Matang Sinh passed away at 58

Former Union Minister Matang Sinh passed away in
New Delhi.

He was elected to the Rajya Sabha in 1992 from Assam
and served as the Minister of State for Parliamentary
Affairs from 1994 to 1998 in PV Narasimha Rao’s.

Veteran journalist Shesh Narayan Singh passed away at 70

Veteran journalist Shesh Narayan Singh passed away
at the age of 70.

He was a columnist, political commentator and an
expert on foreign policy.

Padma Shri awardee and social activist Gutha Muniratnam
passed away at 85

Social Activist Gutha Muniratnam passed away at the
age of 85. He was a member of the National Planning
Commission of India and the founder of Rashtriya
Seva Samithi (RASS).

He was honored with the fourth highest Indian civilian
award, the Padma Shri by the Union Government of
Indiain 2012.
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
