1) Conversational Payments 
• The Reserve Bank of India has launched “conversational payments” (audio 

interaction with AI bots) on UPI, enabling users to interact with an AI-powered 
system to initiate and complete transactions safely.

• It aims to enhance ease of use and expand UPI’s reach.
• The RBI proposes enabling offline transactions using Near Field Communication 

(NFC) technology.
• The transaction limit for small-value offline digital payments will be increased to ₹ 

500.

1) Pest Threats
• In South India, Tea planters are facing an urgent issue as the tea mosquito bug, a 

serious pest of fruits and tea plantations.
• It is spreading to high-elevation areas where it was previously uncommon.
• The bug is causing significant damage to tea production in both low and high-

elevation plantations across northern and southern states.

2) Mangroves Benefits
• In India, Mangroves make up only about 0.15% of India’s land area but provide 

numerous benefits to coastal communities.



• Mangroves act as natural barriers against erosion, storms, and cyclones. They 
reduce wave impact, protecting coastal areas from damage. Mangroves stabilize 
sedimentation and help mitigate coastal flooding.

• Sundarbans, the world’s largest mangrove forest, hosts a diverse range of species, 
supporting biodiversity.

• Mangroves absorb and store carbon dioxide.
