1) Trishul
• The Indian Air Force has started its annual mega training exercise, Trishul, which is

2) Literacy week

connections for international communication. It also builds on Israel’s ongoing 
collaboration with Cyprus and Greece, including energy projects like the EurAsia 
Interconnector, an undersea electricity cable.

1) The International Day of Police Cooperation 
• The International Day of Police Cooperation is a United Nations observance held 

annually on September 7.
