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INTERNATIONAL
1) ‘Mosi-oa-Tunya’
- Zimbabwe has launched gold coins to be sold to the public in a bid to tame 
runaway inflation.
- The coin is called ‘Mosi-oa-Tunya’ which refers to Victoria Falls in the local Tonga 
language. 
- The coins will have liquid asset status so that they could be easily converted to 
cash and locally and internationally tradable.

2) Earth’s Shortest day
- The Earth has set up a new record of completing a full spin in 1.59 milliseconds 
and completing a full rotation in less than 24 hours on 29th July 2022. 
- Earth has increased the speed of its rotations recently. Earlier in 2020, on 19 July 
Earth recorded it as the shortest day of all time that year.
- Earth completed its rotations in 1.47 milliseconds which is lesser than the standard 
24 hours.

NATIONAL
1) ‘AL NAJAH-IV’ 
- The 4th Edition of India-Oman Joint Military Exercise ‘AL NAJAH-IV’ begins in 
Rajasthan at the Foreign Training Node of Mahajan Field Firing Ranges. 
- The exercise takes place between contingents of the Indian Army and the Royal 
Army of Oman from August 01 to 13, 2022. 
- The Indian Army will be represented by troops from the 18 Mechanised Infantry 
Battalion at the AL NAJAH-IV.
