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NATIONAL

1) President’s Colour to the Indian Naval Aviation

President Ram Nath Kovind has awarded the President’s Colour to the Indian Naval Aviation at
a ceremonial parade held at the INS Hansa base near Panjim in Goa. The president was given
the guard of honour by the Indian Navy on the occasion. The President’s Colour is the highest
honour bestowed on a military unit in recognition of its exceptional service to the nation.

2) “Shikshak Parv-2021"

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has inaugurated the “Shikshak Parv-2021” and addressed the
inaugural conclave through a video conference. The theme of ‘Shikshak Parv-2021" is “Quality
and Sustainable Schools: Learnings from Schools in India”. The event was organised by the

Ministry of Education.

3) Atmanirbhar Bharat corner

4) Joint Working Group Air Systems in the Defence Technology and Trade Initiative
India and the US have signed a Project Agreement to jointly develop an Air-launched
Unmanned Aerial Vehicle or drones that can be launched from an aircraft. The PA was signed
under the Joint Working Group Air Systems in the Defence Technology and Trade Initiative,
between India's Ministry of Defence and the US Department of Defence.

1) Right to Sit
