INTERNATIONAL 
1) “Start Me Up,” 
- The mission had been dubbed “Start Me Up,” channeling the Rolling Stones to herald a new era of British 
space travel.  
- The rocket was set to make history, carrying satellites on what would be the first-ever orbital launch from 
the U.K. But Virgin Orbit says its Launcher One rocket “experienced an anomaly” just before it could deliver 
its payload, and the craft was lost.  
- Now, officials say, they’ll start again, noting that the mission set a new precedent for the U.K. and proved 
the viability of their long-term plans. 
 

 
NATIONAL  
1) Reserve Bank of India 
- The Reserve Bank of India issued the list of six credit rating agencies that banks can use for the purpose of 
risk weighting banks’ claims for capital adequacy purposes.  
- The six credit rating agencies are Acuite Ratings & Research Limited, Credit Analysis and Research Limited, 
CRISIL Ratings Limited, ICRA Limited, India Ratings and Research Private Limited (India Ratings) and 
INFOMERICS Valuation and Rating Pvt Ltd. 
- Banks have to get ratings from these agencies to comply with Basel-III capital regulations. 
 
2) Fintech platform BharatPe 
- Fintech platform BharatPe said it has received in-principle authorisation from the Reserve Bank of India 
(RBI) to operate as an online payment aggregator (PA).  



 

 

- The company said that an in-principle nod was awarded to Resilient Payments Private Ltd, a 100 percent 
subsidiary of Resilient Innovations Private Ltd (BharatPe). 
 
3) Private lender Axis Bank 
- Private lender Axis Bank has informed the exchanges that it has entered into a revised agreement with 
Max Financial to acquire the remaining 7 percent stake in the latter. 
-  The parties agreed that the valuation for the right to acquire the remaining 7 percent stake of Max Life 
will be through fair market value using discounted cash flow instead of valuation as per Rule 11UA of the 
Income Tax rules, 1962.  
- Axis Entities have earlier acquired 12.99 percent stake in Max Life at Rs 35 per share with the right to 
acquire an additional 7 percent stake in the company. 
 

 
 

4) “Global Science for Global Wellbeing” 
- Union Minister of State Science and Technology, Dr. Jitendra Singh released the theme for the “National 
Science Day 2023”, titled “Global Science for Global Wellbeing” at National Media Centre.  
- At the event, Union Minister of State Science and Technology, Minister of State Earth Sciences, MoS 
PMO, Personnel, Public Grievances, Pensions, Atomic Energy and Space, Dr. Jitendra Singh expressed his 
deep gratitude to Prime Minister Narendra Modi for his meticulous guidance on the theme, subject, and 
events on the National Science Day.

1) National Council of Science Museums hosted Astro Tourism

2) Delhi was the most polluted city in India in 2022 
- Delhi was the most polluted city in India in 2022 with PM 2.5 levels more than double the safe limit and 
the third highest average PM10 concentration, according to an analysis of Central Pollution Control Board 
data. 
-  PM2.5 pollution in the national capital has reduced by over 7 per cent in four years, from 108 
micrograms per cubic metre in 2019 to 99.71 micrograms per cubic metre in 2022. 
 
APPOINTMENTS AND RESGINATIONS 
1) Anurag Kumar 
- Anurag Kumar was appointed as the Chairman and Managing Director of Electronics Corporation of India 
Limited (ECIL).  
- The Appointments Committee of the Cabinet has approved Kumar’s appointment to the post till the date 
of his superannuation on 31.01.2026.  
- According to an order issued from the Department of Personnel & Training (DoPT), Kumar has been 
appointed to the post of CMD of ECIL for a period with effect from the date of his assumption of charge of 
the post till the date of his superannuation January 31, 2026, or until further orders, whichever is earlier.

1) Suryakumar Yadav 
- Suryakumar Yadav has become the fastest player to reach 1,500 runs in T20 International cricket in terms 
of balls faced.  
- The took only 843 balls to reach this landmark. In 45 matches and 43 innings, Suryakumar has scored 
1,578 runs at an average of 46.41. He has three centuries and 13 half-centuries in the format, with the best 
individual score of 117. 
 
2) Khelo India Senior Women National Kho Kho league 
- The Khelo India Senior Women National Kho Kho league is to take place at Chandigarh University, Punjab. 
Khelo India Senior Women National Kho Kho league will be held from 10th to 13th January 2023 and it will 
be held over three phases. 
- The Khelo India Senior Women National Kho Kho league is being organized by the Kho-Kho Federation of 
India, with complete full financial support from the Department of Sports, Ministry of Youth Affairs, and 
Sports. 
 
3) Board of Control for Cricket in India 
- The Board of Control for Cricket in India has found a replacement for one of the two jersey sponsors of 
Team India.  
- The cricket body has signed Kewal Kiran Clothing, the maker of Killer Jeans, as the official partner of the 
Indian cricket team for five months (until May 31, 2023).  
- Kewal Kiran Clothing, which also owns brands such as Lawman and Integriti, replaces gaming firm MPL.

Globe for Best Original Song, for the track “Naatu Naatu,” from epic drama “RRR“.  
- “Naatu Naatu,” a dance number featuring stars Jr NTR and Ram Charan, was competing against Taylor 
Swift’s “Carolina” from Where the Crawdads Sing, “Ciao Papa” from Guillermo del Toro’s Pinocchio, Lady 
Gaga’s “Hold My Hand” from Top Gun: Maverick, and “Lift Me Up” from Black Panther: Wakanda Forever, 
performed by Rihanna. 
 
2) 80th edition of 2023 Golden Globes show 
- The 80th edition of 2023 Golden Globes show, hosted by Jerrod Carmichael, airs live on NBC and Peacock. 
The 80th Golden Globe Awards is the first edition of the annual spectacle to be on TV since an ethics, 
finance and diversity scandal involving the Hollywood Foreign Press Association, the group behind the 
awards, led NBC to decide not to air the 2022 ceremony.
