NATIONAL
1) Traditional Medicine Global Summit 
• The first WHO Traditional Medicine Global Summit is set to held on August 17 and 

18, 2023, in Gandhinagar, Gujarat, India.
• The event will intertwine with the G20 health ministerial meeting, creating a 

dynamic platform aimed at galvanizing both political commitment and evidence-
based actions in the realm of traditional medicine. 

2) “ODOP Wall”
• In August 2023, the One District One Product (ODOP) program has joined hands 

with the Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana – National Rural Livelihoods Mission to 
launch the captivating and innovative “ODOP Wall”.

• It aims to highlight the exceptional craftsmanship and cultural significance embedded 
within the products that originate from various districts across India.

3) Reforms in Criminal Law
• Union Home Minister and Minister of Cooperation introduced three bills in the Lok 

Sabha, namely the Bhartiya Nyaya Sanhita Bill 2023, the Bharatiya Nagarik 
Suraksha Sanhita Bill 2023, and the Bharatiya Sakshya Bill 2023.

• The new laws aim to expedite justice delivery while protecting citizens’ rights and 
addressing modern challenges. They emphasize accountability, digitization, and 
justice rather than mere punishment.

Indication (GI) Tag recently.

1) “UPI Chalega”

1) Inclusive Conservation Initiative
• A report focusing on the first phase of the Inclusive Conservation Initiative highlights 

that although there has been an increase in funding commitments for Indigenous 
Peoples and local communities to enhance conservation efforts, the overall funding 
landscape for them remains largely unchanged.

• The Inclusive Conservation Initiative is to support Indigenous Peoples and local 
communities- ILPC to secure and enhance their stewardship over landscapes, 
seascapes and territories with high biodiversity and irreplaceable ecosystems.



SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY
1) Heron Mark 2 drones
• Recently, the Indian Air Force has inducted its latest Heron Mark 2 drones. It have 

strike capability and can carry out surveillance along the borders with both China 
and Pakistan in a single sortie itself.

• The four new Heron Mark-2 drones, which can be equipped with long-range 
missiles and other weapons systems, have been deployed at a forward air base in the 
northern sector.

APPOINTMENTS AND RESIGNATIONS 
1) Anwaar-ul-Haq Kakar
• Anwaar-ul-Haq Kakar has been appointed as caretaker premier of Pakistan by 

Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif.
• He has served in Pakistan’s Senate since 2018 and was a part of the Balochistan 

Awami Party, known for its proximity to the military. President Arif Alvi approved 
his appointment.
