INTERNATIONAL
1) “International Tourism Highlights, 2023 Edition – The Impact of COVID-19 on 
Tourism (2020–2022)” 
• The report is titled “International Tourism Highlights, 2023 Edition – The Impact 

of COVID-19 on Tourism (2020–2022)” is published by the United Nations World 
Tourism Organization (UNWTO) has released a report highlighting the severe 
economic impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the global tourism industry.

2) “Embracing a One Health Framework to Fight Antimicrobial Resistance”

1) AlphaMissense
• Scientists at Google DeepMind have developed an AI program called 

AlphaMissense, which can predict the potential harm or harmlessness of genetic 
mutations, particularly missense mutations that involve single-letter changes in the 
DNA code.

1) SBI official partner for BCCI
• Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) announced SBI Life as the official

2023.

2) Volvo Cars- to end Diesel cars by 2024 
• Volvo Cars, the Swedish car manufacturer has declared its intention to cease the 

production of diesel-powered vehicles by early 2024, marking a significant step 
toward its goal of becoming an all-electric carmaker. 

• Volvo’s decision to phase out diesel is part of a broader vision aimed at transforming 
the company into a fully electric carmaker. 

• The vision entails an ambitious goal to have all Volvo cars be electric by the end of 
this decade, specifically by 2030. 

3) ADB - India’s economic growth in the fiscal year 2024
• The Asian Development Ban and India Ratings and Research have released 

contrasting forecasts for India’s economic growth in the fiscal year 2024 (FY24). 
While ADB has lowered its projection to 6.3%, India Ratings has raised its 
projection to 6.2%.
