INTERNATIONAL 

1) International Museum Expo 2023 

• The International Museum Expo 2023 is set to held on May 18th in New Delhi. 

• This three-day event will take place at Pragati Maidan in New Delhi from May 

18th to May 20th, aimed at showcasing India’s rich cultural heritage, promoting 

cross-cultural learning and understanding, and bridging the gap between 

economy and knowledge. 

 

NATIONAL 

1) RAMP Programme 

• Recently, the inaugural meeting of the National MSME Council was held. It 

plays a pivotal role as an administrative and functional body responsible for 

coordinating efforts between Central Ministries/Departments, facilitating Centre- 

State synergies, and providing guidance and monitoring progress in MSME 

sector reforms. 

• RAMP stands for Raising and Accelerating MSME Performance programme. 

Launched in June 2022 by Prime Minister. It seeks to uplift and expedite the 

performance of MSMEs. 

 

2) Motor Vehicle Aggregator Scheme 2023 

• The chief minister of Delhi approved the Motor Vehicle Aggregator Scheme 2023, 

which regulates the cab-aggregators and delivery service providers. 

• The scheme mandates the aggregators to install panic buttons in their vehicles and 

integrate them with the emergency helpline 112 (Delhi Police). 

• The scheme also endeavors to stimulate the adoption of electric vehicles as a 

sustainable transportation alternative. 

 

3) iDrone initiative 

• Indian Council of Medical Research launched iDrone initiative. 

• It aims to deliver medical supplies using drones. The inaugural trial flight carried 

ten units of whole blood samples from the Government Institute of Medical 

Sciences and Lady Hardinge Medical College in visual line of sight. 



 

 

4) 35th India-Thailand Coordinated Patrol 

• India-Thailand Coordinated Patrol also known as Indo-Thai CORPAT was held in 

Andaman Sea. It involved the participation of the Indian Navy and the Royal Thai 

Navy. It is a bi-annual coordinated patrol. 

• It aims to strengthen maritime linkages between India and Thailand and ensure the 

safety and security of the international trade route in the Indian Ocean. 

 

5) SAKSHAM 

• SAKSHAM, a digital learning platform was launched. It was developed by the 

National Institute of Health & Family Welfare (NIHFW) in New Delhi. 

• It aims to promote medical education and training among healthcare professionals in 

India. It also provides cost-effective online medical education and training to 

healthcare professionals.

1) “School Health Program” 

• Uttar Pradesh and Lucknow city development board have collaborated to launch a 

pilot project called the “School Health Program” in Lucknow. 

• It’s main objective is to improve the health of students.
