INTERNATIONAL NEWS 
1) Pakistan’s Independence Day 
- Pakistan’s Independence Day, observed annually on August 14th, marks a significant milestone in history.

 NATIONAL NEWS 
1) Lymphatic Filariasis by 2027  
- Union Health & Family Welfare Minister, Mansukh Mandaviya, made the announcement to eliminate 
Lymphatic Filariasis by 2027 during the inauguration of the second phase of the Annual Nationwide Mass 
Drug Administration (MDA) initiative.  
- With a focal point on 81 districts spread across nine endemic states, including Assam and Uttar Pradesh, 
this second phase marks a significant step forward in the battle against the crippling disease. 
- Minister Mandaviya emphasized the comprehensive approach of “Whole of Government” and “Whole of 
Society” to combat Lymphatic Filariasis effectively. He stressed the necessity for a collaborative endeavor 
that encompasses not just the government but also every segment of society.

This initiative by the Government of India aims to bring in focus on the freedom struggle, and the 
milestones this nation has achieved.

STATE NEWS 
1) World Lion Day

BANKING NEWS 
1) Reserve Bank of India
